FOOTY COMPETITION 2009/2010
A competition which calls upon your expertise in identifying the good and bad performers in the forthcoming English football season...or gives you an opportunity for a few wild guesses which may win you a few pounds (if you’re lucky).

The rules:

1. Select teams that you think will finish at the top and bottom of each division of the Premiership and Football League, and enter them on the form below.

2. Points will be awarded for the difference between the positions of your top and bottom teams.  For example, if last season you had predicted that Manchester United would finish top of the Premiership and West Brom would finish bottom, your points for that division would have been 20 - 1 = 19.

3. If the team that you predicted for top spot finishes below your “bottom” team, you will score negative points.  For example, if (daft as it may seem) last season you had predicted that Tottenham would finish top of the Premiership and Fulham would finish bottom, your points for that division would have been 7 - 8 = -1.

4. At the end of the season, your points for each division are added together to give you a total score.  The person with the highest points score wins.

5. Cost is £5 per entry, payable when the entry form is returned.  There is no limit to the number of entries per person (or household - why not get your husband/wife/partner/children/pets to have a go?).  All entry fees will be paid out in prizes – usually to the top three players (depending upon the number of people who enter).  If two or more players finish with equal points, the prize money will be split equally between them.

6. If a team is unable to complete its fixtures for some reason (e.g. Ken Bates finally finishes off Leeds United), it will be deemed to have finished bottom of that division, and points will be calculated accordingly.

7. Closing date for entries is Friday, 7th August.  Entries will not be accepted once the new season has kicked-off!
